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The Coastal Lidar Mapping Applications Workshop was held at the Crowne Plaza Hotel in San Antonio, Texas on November 15 & 16, 2009.  The workshop was sponsored by the Joint Airborne Lidar Bathymetry Technical Center of Expertise (JALBTCX) and supported by the ASPRS/MAPPS 2009 Fall Conference. 

The workshop brought together key individuals from the coastal mapping community to focus on application-driven requirements for coastal lidar mapping.  More than thirty participants, representing federal agencies, academia and the private sector were provided opportunities to review findings, identify issues, share expertise, and discuss the following:

· Results of the January 2009 federal workshop focusing on common specifications and requirements for coastal lidar data
· Recommendations from the National Academies Report, Mapping the Zone, and how it impacts lidar acquisition 

· Needs and requirements that drive present-day coastal lidar acquisition and processing methodologies

David Maidment, Director, Center for Research in Water Resources, University of Texas at Austin, provided a summary of the key findings and recommendations resulting from the National Academies Report:  Mapping the Zone, Improving Flood Map Accuracy.  Special emphasis was paid to implications and impacts on coastal lidar collections.

The workshop participants then engaged in small group discussions focusing on requirements, best practices, and recommendations for Coastal Hazards, Beach/Shoreline Definition, and Coastal Management. Working groups continued to build on results of the federal workshop regarding metadata requirements and the proposed metadata template, as well as QAQC best practices and recommendations.

As a result of the meeting representatives agreed to:

· Refine, distribute and encourage use of the template for metadata documentation for coastal lidar data
· Add Coastal Hazards requirements to Airborne Coastal Mapping and Charting Specifications by Survey Type

· Use a bathymetric lidar-specific forum at http://lidarbb.cr.usgs.gov to exchange information among workshop participants and the community of practice
· Communicate results and expand the conversation through a variety of venues

· Establish subcommittees or action teams to follow-up on recommendations

Representatives from the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, National Ocean and Atmospheric Administration, Penn State University, University of Texas, and the Scripps Institution of Oceanography planned and organized the workshop.
